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Chamberlain Scholarship Application 
Professional Development & Advancement
Guidelines for Eligibility

The Association of Fundraising Professionals (AFP) supports fundraising professionals through education and training.  The Board of Directors of the Calgary & Area Chapter designates funds raised annually through National Philanthropy Day for the purpose of supporting professional development opportunities.  To encourage as many individuals as possible to attend professional development programs, applicants are eligible to receive one allocation for financial reimbursement every other year.   

The Chamberlain Scholarship program honours Ralph E. Chamberlain, CFRE. Mr. Chamberlain had a long and distinguished career of service to the Association of Fundraising Professionals (AFP). Because of his long-time support of the Foundation’s annual fund and generous planned gift, the AFP Board of Directors renamed their Conference Scholar Program in 2000 to honour Mr. Chamberlain’s memory and commitment to the Association. 
There is only one Chamberlain Scholarship per Chapter. The recipient will receive a $1,000 stipend from AFP Calgary & Area Chapter, Education Fund as well as registration to the conference which is provided by AFP Global. Details of the waived registration will be communicated to the recipient. Please note that the successful candidate MUST wait for the special registration codes from AFP Global before registration to ICON. 
To qualify for consideration, all applicants must complete this Scholarship Application form.  Candidates for the Chamberlain Scholarship must meet the following criteria: 
· Never attended an AFP or NSFRE International conference before

· Be employed by a registered charity

· If the applicant is an Executive Director, a substantial amount of the applicant’s time must be devoted to fundraising activities

· The successful applicant must agree to complete an online evaluation form about their experience at AFP ICON
· The successful applicant must attend the Chamberlain Scholars event at the AFP ICON 
· The successful applicant is required to provide a brief summary report (500 – 1,000 words) on ICON and the Chamberlain program.  This report is due within thirty days (30) of the event attended.  This report may be published in an AFP newsletter or other publication 

The following criteria will be considered:

· The number of years the applicant has been in the profession 

· The applicant’s statement of anticipated benefits of attending the program

· The applicant’s ability to impact their own organization

· The applicant’s involvement with AFP 
· The quality and completeness of the application
· Financial reimbursement is available to members and non-members of AFP 

Note:  Applications that do not include all of these items are incomplete.
